Glendale Electrical seeks to ensure that the impact of our activities on the
environment is as low as practicably possible. We are committed to looking
at methods and new technology which will minimise the environmental effect
of our activities, and integrate our policy into the training and working practice
of all our employees.

Practical steps we are taking, and intend to introduce to achieve the above
include:;

The introduction of a traffic monitoring/management system, designed to
maximise employee efficiency and to reduce unnecessary journeys, saving
on vehicle wear and tear and fuel.

Participation in energy saving initiatives, such as the Lightswifch scheme,
where we design and recommend new energy efficient lighting systems to
clients, and which can earn users a rebate.

Careful disposal of hazardous materials, usually involving a specialist
contractor, e.g. lamp recycling, safe battery disposal, asbestos and
mercury removal, and recycling electrical product, such as copper cable.

Choosing products and suppliers/subcontractors which we believe
minimise negative environmental impacts, thereby promoting sustainable
development, managed through the use of assessment questionnaires.

Recycling standard waste wherever possible, separating glass, metal and
general office paper waste, for disposal at local recycling centres.
